School Regulation

Registration fee: (Annual and non-refundable) will be applied once to process your application at the beginning of each school year or at the time the new student joins the program. 

$30 – new student
$20 – returning student
$15 – returning student AND second child

Full payments for all classes you signed up for are due within 1 week from semester start date.  Late charge of $15 will be automatically applied for all late payments.  
 
If student is joining mid-school year, the fee will be prorated in accordance with the number of classes remaining during school year.
 
If only 2 students register for a class, it will be considered a semi-private lesson.  If you would like to sign up, the class fees are charged based on private class fee schedule and are divided in half and invoiced to attending students.  

We are offering free trial lessons for new group classes only; there is no obligation to continue. 
Trial lesson for current classes - $10. Tuition for the rest of the lessons in the school year is due only if student decides to take this class.

No refunds will be available for the missed class or the makeup class.

We do not refund tuition for absences, holidays, or days missed because of the inclement weather. 

Missed Classes Policy: Unfortunately, due to space issues and class sizes, there will be no opportunity for makeup classes this year under any circumstances. No refunds will be given for missed classes.

Withdrawal
If you decide to withdraw your child from any Center program, the following refund rules apply:
· After student has attended a class, the registration fee is not refundable. 
· Any cancellation of enrollment must be in writing and received before the 15th of the previous month   in order to relieve the obligation of paying the tuition in full.

RESPONSIBILITY OF PARENT/GUARDIAN: 
EW Center can be responsible for children/students only during the hours for which they are registered.  The EW Center has neither the facilities nor the staff to care for children when they are not in class. Children should be brought to class no earlier than 5 minutes prior to its starting time and picked up no later than 5 minutes following its completion time. 
This policy exists solely for the welfare of your child and we ask that you take full responsibility for him/her outside of the class.  Thank you for your cooperation.

Attendance
Regular attendance of classes is a crucial factor in your child’s education. If your child misses class, it reflects back on the progress they make. Discipline of regular attendance will pay back through the results you will see. It also helps our teachers and administrators to plan and pursue educational and organizational goals. 

It is essential to arrive on time. Late arrivals are disruptive to other students and penalize those who arrived on time. Students arriving late may be denied admission if the classes has already been started.

Children who arrive late disrupt the class in progress, have difficulty entering into the day’s activities already in progress, and can be more anxious, making it difficult for the parent to leave.  We ask parents of late arrivers to refrain from talking to the teacher or otherwise taking attention away from the group.

We reserve the right to cancel a class for which there is insufficient registration. You will be notified promptly so that you may choose another class or receive a complete refund of registration and other fees.
